Verbs of daily care and personal routine
Not all verbs can be reflexive
You must use a reflexive pronoun in front of 

each conjugated form of the verb

Reflexive Pronouns:

me(myself) nos(ourselves)

te(yourself)

se( himself, herself, se(yourselves,
yourself, itself...) themselves...)

Ejemplos:

Bañarse=to take a bath

me baño nos  bañamos

te bañas

se baña se  bañan

The form of each verb must MATCH up with the 
correct reflexive pronoun!

I bathe the baby.=
Le baño al bebé.(Baño el bebé.)

BUT…  I take a bath.=
Me baño.( I do this for myself)
