Page 236   Un Romance y Un Corrido




We are going to read two poems that are about historical events-one in Spain and the other in Mexico.  The first occurred in the 15th century and the other in the 20th century.  Before reading the poems you have to know some depth of the history.




Spain: in 711 the Moors invaded Spain.  They came from North Africa and didn’t leave until 1492, when the last Moorish king, Boabdil, was expelled from Granada.  During the conquest of Spain, the Arabs constructed mosques and very beautiful palaces, especially in Andalucia: in Seville, Cordoba and Granada.  The Arabic cultural influence on the Iberian Peninsula is enormous. In the Spanish language there are many words that begin with the letters “al”; alcazar for example is palace.  These words are all of Arabic origen-alcázar, almohada, Alhambra.




Mexico:  In Mexico at the beginning of the 20th century, precisely in 1910 there was a revolution.  This revolution was a reaction against the dictator Porfirio Diaz. This one had defended his position during some 33 years by means of a strong repression against all opposition.  From 1906 the workers organized strikes.  In 1920, diverse groups put themselves under the command of Francisco I. Madero and rose up against Diaz.  The dictator could not conquer the revolutionary forces and the 25th of May of 1911 he renounced his power and fled from the country.  Madero was easily elected President, but didn’t succeed in satisfying all of the different factions that existed.  In the same year as 1911, Emiliano Zapata rose up a group of farmers in Morelos, shouting “Land and Liberty”!  Madero was assassinated and Victoriano Huerta took power.



Venustiano Carranza, the governor of the state of Coahuila, didn’t recognize the new government.  He got the help of the old revolutionary leaders, like Pancho Villa, whose real name was Doroteo Arango, Emiliano Zapata and Alvaro Obregon.  In July of 1914, Huerta left power.  Pancho Villa and Emiliano Zapata entered Mexico City with the hope of establishing a favorable government for the workers and farmers.  Carranza got the help of Obregon, who defeated Villa and obtained the presidency of the country.  The friend of yesterday became the enemy of today.




Emiliano Zapata was assassinated during the revolution by coronel Jesus Guajardo.  Pancho Villa was assassinated in 1923, after the revolution.

During the Middle Ages in Spain, the people were informed about what was happening by means of minstrels that went from castle to castle and transmitted the news in the form of verse.  They recited songs of epic poems. They were almost always about the deeds of battle.  The romance or what we call a ballad in English is derived from the old epic poems that were sung.  Some ballads were composed by the minstrels at the beginning of the 14th century.  Many of them narrated the events that had just occurred and stimulated the imagination of those who listened.  Certain ballads were called “moriscos” about the Arabic life in Spain.  Others called “fronterizos” were about the relation of the wars between the Christians and the Moors.  The ballad that follows, Abenmar, is a ballad about the fronterizo.  In this ballad, the king, Juan II (the father of Isabel the Catholic) is talking to the Moor, Abenemar.  Abenemar shows the king the important buildings in the city of Granada.  This city had already been occupied by the Spanish.  Then, the king talks to the city of Granada as if it were a lady with whom he wanted to marry.  It is interesting to note the response of Granada and the significance of the response.



The corridor is a popular Mexican composition.  It is derived and follows the tradition of the old Spanish ballad that the conquerors brought from Spain.  The corrido has a very descriptive character.  There are many types of corridos.  Some speak of local events.  Others of legendary characters and historical moments.  The most famous are relating the stories of the Mexican Revolution.  The corridor that follows, “In Durango, It Began”, is about Pancho Villa, an important figure in the Mexican Revolution.

We are going to read two poems that are about historical events-one in Spain and the other in Mexico.  The first occurred in the 15th century and the other in the 20th century.  Before reading the poems you have to know some depth of the history.




Spain: in 711 the Moors invaded Spain.  They came from North Africa and didn’t leave until 1492, when the last Moorish king, Boabdil, was expelled from Granada.  During the conquest of Spain, the Arabs constructed mosques and very beautiful palaces, especially in Andalucia: in Seville, Cordoba and Granada.  The Arabic cultural influence on the Iberian Peninsula is enormous. In the Spanish language there are many words that begin with the letters “al”; alcazar for example is palace.  These words are all of Arabic origen-alcázar, almohada, Alhambra.




Mexico:  In Mexico at the beginning of the 20th century, precisely in 1910 there was a revolution.  This revolution was a reaction against the dictator Porfirio Diaz. This one had defended his position during some 33 years by means of a strong repression against all opposition.  From 1906 the workers organized strikes.  In 1920, diverse groups put themselves under the command of Francisco I. Madero and rose up against Diaz.  The dictator could not conquer the revolutionary forces and the 25th of May of 1911 he renounced his power and fled from the country.  Madero was easily elected President, but didn’t succeed in satisfying all of the different factions that existed.  In the same year as 1911, Emiliano Zapata rose up a group of farmers in Morelos, shouting “Land and Liberty”!  Madero was assassinated and Victoriano Huerta took power.



Venustiano Carranza, the governor of the state of Coahuila, didn’t recognize the new government.  He got the help of the old revolutionary leaders, like Pancho Villa, whose real name was Doroteo Arango, Emiliano Zapata and Alvaro Obregon.  In July of 1914, Huerta left power.  Pancho Villa and Emiliano Zapata entered Mexico City with the hope of establishing a favorable government for the workers and farmers.  Carranza got the help of Obregon, who defeated Villa and obtained the presidency of the country.  The friend of yesterday became the enemy of today.




Emiliano Zapata was assassinated during the revolution by coronel Jesus Guajardo.  Pancho Villa was assassinated in 1923, after the revolution.

During the Middle Ages in Spain, the people were informed about what was happening by means of minstrels that went from castle to castle and transmitted the news in the form of verse.  They recited songs of epic poems. They were almost always about the deeds of battle.  The romance or what we call a ballad in English is derived from the old epic poems that were sung.  Some ballads were composed by the minstrels at the beginning of the 14th century.  Many of them narrated the events that had just occurred and stimulated the imagination of those who listened.  Certain ballads were called “moriscos” about the Arabic life in Spain.  Others called “fronterizos” were about the relation of the wars between the Christians and the Moors.  The ballad that follows, Abenmar, is a ballad about the fronterizo.  In this ballad, the king, Juan II (the father of Isabel the Catholic) is talking to the Moor, Abenemar.  Abenemar shows the king the important buildings in the city of Granada.  This city had already been occupied by the Spanish.  Then, the king talks to the city of Granada as if it were a lady with whom he wanted to marry.  It is interesting to note the response of Granada and the significance of the response.



The corridor is a popular Mexican composition.  It is derived and follows the tradition of the old Spanish ballad that the conquerors brought from Spain.  The corrido has a very descriptive character.  There are many types of corridos.  Some speak of local events.  Others of legendary characters and historical moments.  The most famous are relating the stories of the Mexican Revolution.  The corridor that follows, “In Durango, It Began”, is about Pancho Villa, an important figure in the Mexican Revolution.
